Who is World Vision?      
For more than 50 years, World Vision, a Christian relief 
and development organization, has worked with poor 
children and their families in over 100 countries 
throughout the world.  Approximately 100 million 
people receive hope and assistance from World Vision.  
Through sponsorship and organizations from around 
the world, World Vision is able to bring hope, restore 
dignity, and demonstrate God’s unconditional love to 
poor children and their families.  World Vision is 
dedicated to helping children and their families reach 
their full potential by tackling the causes of poverty.  
                
 
Whom does World Vision serve?  
Today, and nearly everyday, 30,000 children around the 
world will die, mostly from causes such as hunger or 
treatable diseases.  In addition, due to the ravages of 
AIDS and war, many children are orphaned and must 
scavenge or work to enable themselves and their 
younger siblings to eat.  In addition to serving the poor 
in the world, World Vision responds to natural disasters 
throughout the world.  Most recently, Hurricane Katrina 
and Rita in the United States.        
 
 
How can you help?         
Monthly sponsorship helps lift families and orphans out 
of poverty.  Children who receive sponsorships are able 
to receive education, safe water, better nutrition, and 
basic health care as well as economic opportunities.  In 
addition to supporting a child monthly, sponsors are 
encouraged to develop a relationship through 
correspondence.  Sponsored children and sponsors 
treasure each letter received.  As written in a recent 
letter from our sponsored child, Luyiga, in Uganda:“I am 
fine, and my family is doing well.  My mother is now 
harvesting some beans because the dry season has 
started.  My brother Nicholas drew for me nice 
drawings.  Thank you for loving me.  Bye with Love 
from, Luyigqa Kennedy.anda.”  For a minimal monthly 
amount, you can change a child’s life.
